Over the past 10 years or so Ben Glazer has become one of the most recognizable
wines under his own label as well as Amon Ra have become iconic( in addition to
making great wine, he is a fairly big guy and very engaging-
so once you meet him he is easy to remember!). Ben was
born with winemaker blood in his veins. His father Colin
masterminded one of Australia's classic wines "E+E Black
Pepper Shiraz".

One of his most recognizable projects is today's featured
wine: When Ben partnered with Frank Mitolo the inaugural
wine was the 2000 GAM MclLaren Vale Shiraz which was
lauded by Wine Spectator Magazine. By the time their second |
vintage (2001) received a 94 point score from Parker the
wine started to attract a loyal following. This was the
beginning of an amazing 7 years streak where the flagship
wine the GAM has received scores in the mid 90's or better
from Parker. These wines have now become legendary and
are highly praised by collectors.

The 2006 vintage was the last of the highly rated streak I described above (the
following vintage 2007 "only" got a respectable 91 point score). I was offered a
special deal on a small stash of the 2006 and I am thrilled to offer them at the lowest
price I have seen on this wine.
