Last but not least we got an offer this morning on a special package of the top of the 
line wine that Jannase produces-no other than the flagship old vine Chateauneuf  
the Vieilles Vignes.
Sold in a 3 pack combination: 2 of the 2006 and one of the 2007. The 3 bottle 
package is priced at $ 300!. This is less than what some retailers are charging for the 
100 point rated 2007 bottle by itself (and in most cases for pre arrivals). Since most 
retailers are selling the 2006 at the $100 level this is a great opportunity to purchase 
some incredible high end wine (organically farmed)  that will make a fantastic 
addition to any serious cellar. The wine is in stock but quantities are extremely 
limited.

Here is a little of what Mr. Parker had to say in 
The Wine Advocate: 
"Young Christophe Sabon, with his sister by his 
side and his father in the background, is doing 
as great a job turning out terrific wines as any 
vigneron in the world. With nearly 200 acres of 
vineyards, 45 of them old vines situated in 
Chateauneuf du Pape, there is enormous 
potential, all of it being exploited. The 1998s, 
1999s, 2000s, and 2001s were all fabulous at 
this estate, the 2003s were slightly irregular as 
well as tannic, the 2005s were great, the 2006s are fabulous, and the 2007s may be 
the sine qua non of all his vintages.... Janasse's 2007 Chateauneuf du Papes are 
outrageous, all of which performed brilliantly despite having just completed their 
malolactics after 11 months of fermentation. With all of the excitement over the 
2007s, readers should not forget just how great Janasse's 2006s have turned out. 
They are performing as well as they did last year, perhaps even better." 
On the 2006: score 96 points: "Inky/blue/purple, with massive aromatics, an 
unctuous texture, and superb length on the palate, it is enormously endowed for a 
2006. Very pure for a 2006, with sweet tannins as well as amazing length, it will 
benefit from several years of cellaring, and drink well for 20-25 years." 
On the 2007: score 100 points: "The perfect 2007 Chateauneuf du Pape Vieilles 
Vignes (tasted on four separate occasions) is composed of 85% Grenache, 10% 
Syrah, and the rest Mourvedre and other authorized varietals from 60- to 100+-year-
old vines. The wine is aged in both tank (75%) and small oak barrels (25%). Its inky/
purple color is followed by a phenomenal nose of spring flowers, creme de cassis, 
blackberries, boysenberries, licorice, truffles, and spice. Displaying massive body, 
incredible freshness, laser-like focus from the excellent acids, and a finish that goes 



on well past a minute, this prodigious Chateauneuf du Pape is the most extraordinary 
wine yet made at this estate. While accessible (as most 2007s are), ideally it needs 
4-5 years of cellaring, and should keep for three decades".
